Paper

Plate Puppet

Instructions
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two Chinette brand dessert size paper

plates, two jumbo craft sticks, white glue,
scissors, colored construction paper, and

hot glue.

Choose one piece ablored construction
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facedown and trace around it. Cut out the
circle.

Keep the paper plate faegown and apply
white glue to the bottom of the plate.
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Using construction gper, create a face. For
more detailed features, layer the paper. We
recommend using at least three layers for
the eyes(For a more challenging project,
construct 3D features.)

Construct one hand, paw, wirig, etc..



Turn the other paper plate faegp and
apply one buttorsized drop of hot glue to
the rim. Attach one jumbo craft stick. This
will be the neck rod.

Apply four buttonsized drops of hot glue
around the rim of the plate. Attach your
face plate.

Apply a buttonrsized drop of hot glue to the
top of the other jumbo craft stick. Attach
the hand.

Fold the fabric square into a triangle. The
side that igacing you will be the back of the

puppet.

Cut off the left corner of the fabric.



Cut a %2 inch slit in the middle of the folded
edge. This is the neck hole.

Applying hot glue to both top sides of the
jumbo craft stickattach the hand to the
inside of the cut left corner.

Slide the neck rod (faegown) through the
neck hole.

Apply one buttorsized drop of hot glue to
the rim of the plate near the fabric. Pull the
fabric up andcarefullyapply pressure. To
avoida burn, use another craft stick to
press down instead of your fingers.
